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Abstract:

This research paper analyzes the ecological philosophy embedded in the works of Mahakavi Subramania Bharathi through
the lens of modern Eco-criticism and Deep Ecology. The primary objective of this study is to explore how Bharathi attributes an
intrinsic value to nature, moving beyond treating it as a mere poetic backdrop or a source of imagery. Centered on his prose-poetry
(Vasana Kavithai), the paper examines Bharathi’s core concept of oneness (“All that exists is one substance”), which shifts the
paradigm from human-centered anthropocentrism to an eco-centric worldview. The study delves into his divine evaluation of the
five elements (Pancha Bhootas), viewing them not as mere consumable resources but as vital life forces. Furthermore, it highlights
Bharathi’s vision of ‘Eco-justice’ through his advocacy for the well-being of all living beings, his philosophical acceptance of
natural cycles, and his implicit call for resource conservation and sustainability. Ultimately, this paper establishes that Bharathi’s
ecological thought transcends conventional religious beliefs, forming a holistic Eco-Philosophy that seamlessly integrates with his
vision of social and political liberation.
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
